When you find ways to engage your child in thinking and talking about 
mathematics you are providing an important key for unlocking his or her 
future success  

Today, critical thinking, problem solving, reasoning ability and the ability 
to communicate mathematically are essential skills  

These processes are the foundations of mathematics and the Ontario 
Curriculum for Mathematics  

You can build strong, positive attitudes about math; when children feel 
positively engaged and successful they are more likely to stick with an 
activity or a problem to find a solution  

Help by beginning with activities that meet your child’s level of 
mathematical understanding; early success in solving problems will build 
your child’s confidence and then you can move on to activities that provide 
more of a challenge  

A child needs to believe in his or her ability to do mathematics; as a 
parent/guardian you are your child’s first role model for learning.

All elementary schools in the Kawartha Pine Ridge District School Board, including Beatrice Strong, offer two-year, full-day, every day 
Kindergarten programs to four and five year old children. We have warm, welcoming Kindergarten classrooms that stimulate and encourage 
children to reach their full potential. Kindergarten establishes strong foundations for success at school, and in life beyond school. In our safe, 
inclusive classrooms, children learn through play in developmentally-appropriate ways. Kindergarten programs are child-centred, promoting 
physical, social, emotional and cognitive development of all children.  
 
It is very important that families who have children ready for either Year 1 or Year 2 Kindergarten Programs register online now. This information 
has an impact on the number of staff that will be allocated for our school for the Kindergarten classrooms. Please share this information with 
neighbours who you know have children ready to start school.

   DAY OF PINK 
April 11 is International Day of Pink. The International Day of Pink was started in Nova Scotia when two 
high school students saw a student wearing pink being bullied. They intervened but wanted to do more. 
They purchased 50 pink shirts and a few days later got students at the school to arrive in pink shirts.  
 
From the Canadian Child Care Federation:  
Helping Children Respect and Appreciate Diversity  
“In Canada today, families come from many different backgrounds and reflect a wide variety of cultures, 
languages, life experiences and lifestyles.”  
Parents/Guardians and schools in our communities can help children learn about similarities and 
differences.  

Help children feel good about themselves by giving them positive encouragement about who they are, 
what they look like and what skills they are learning.  

When discussing diversity, stress human similarities first, then help children appreciate people’s 
differences.  

Families and teachers can provide children with lots of positive examples of human diversity. Books, 
toys and media showing people of different races, all ages, both sexes and differing abilities as capable 
and involved in all types of activities.  

Help foster critical thinking about bias and encourage children to  

consider what is “untrue” and “unfair” – i.e. “How do you think  

you’d feel if other children wouldn’t let you play just because of  

how you look, what you wear or how you talk?”  
 
As an ongoing part of our Student Well Being School Improvement Plan, we work with students to 
understand differences amongst ourselves and to recognize situations that involve bullying based upon 
differences. We also help them to understand the difference between bullying and conflict. We help them 
to understand how to handle situations that involve bullying and how to develop resiliency and a 
positive attitude.  
 
On April 11th, we invite all students and staff at Beatrice Strong to wear pink to demonstrate a 
commitment to fighting bullying, celebrating diversity and working towards a peaceful world.
